Current Ministry Review 
 
MIDCs  
We currently have 8 Mission Ind ia Discip leship Centers in various states of Ind ia. They are in 
Raipur – Chhattisgarh, Sambalpur – Orissa, Jind – Haryana, Mandi – Himachal Pradesh, Nainital – 
Uttaranchal, Siliguri – West Bengal, Bhatinda – Punjab and Warrangal – Andra Pradesh.  Each 
MIDC has 15 to 30 committed students who have a vision to work for the Lord. 
 
Music Team 
Mission Ind ia (our Ind ia based ministry) is working to start a Music Team.  It w ill be 
called the Mission Ind ia Gospel Voice.  There was an advertisement in a recent issue 
of our Ind ia publication and many applications are coming in from Ind ia and other 
countries.  This ministry will be able to touch the people’s hearts with Gospel songs 
and worship songs.  We are currently praying for a vehicle and instruments for the 
group. 
 
Technical Facility 
By God’s grace we were able to start a technical facility on our Nagpur campus.  The courses offered 
are Electrical, Tailoring, Painting and Computer Fundamentals.  In the future, we have plans for a 
main technical facility where many courses will be offered.  The facility is open to our own students 
as well as the local community students. 
 
Clinic  
We are constructing a small clinic on the campus as there is no medical facility available in the 
nearby villages.  We plan to construct a hospital with 20 beds in the near future.  We also have a 
vision to have at least one hospital in every state. 

 
Campus Construction 
The staff apartment build ing is nearly completed.  Work started last month on the 
roof.  During this month, we will have the apartments available for our staff.  We 
have also started construction on the Prayer Tower.  When completed, it w ill be able 
to hold  120 people.  In add ition, we are working on our dairy farm which will be 
able to provide milk for our students and Mercy Home child ren.
