Dear Friends and Partners, 
 
Greetings!  In the midst of chaos and troubles, those of us who have put our trust in Christ 
find  hope and peace.  The struggles in the Midd le East and the tension between Ind ia and 
Pakistan have created many uncertainties in the world .  The state department, fearing 
nuclear war, has asked American citizens to leave Ind ia.  People are afraid  and hesitant to 
travel to Ind ia.  Yet our missionaries and their family members continue to serve Christ 
bold ly in d ifferent parts of Ind ia, especially those who are close to the border.  We should  continue to 
pray for their safety and effectiveness in the ministry. 
 
Churches are growing with more converts.  Pastor P.D. Joseph just returned from Gujarat state.  This 
state has been struggling with intense strife between Muslims and Hindus.  Pastor Joseph preached to 

an aud ience of 1,000 people and about 200 received Christ and 
many men ded icated their lives for fu ll time service.  Christ is 
the only hope for Ind ia and thus we must announce the good 
news and d iscip le people as an obedience to Christ’s command. 
 
I want to share with you a few of the many exciting things that 
are happening in the ministry.  Thank you for faithfu lly praying 
and partnering with your finances.  You know all that is 
happening in Ind ia through RIMI is because of your continued 
financial help.  As the ministry grows, the financial needs also 
increase.   This causes me 

to travel more to share the ministry.  Recently, I was in North and 
South Dakota.  I preached in two churches – Fargo and Rugby in 
North Dakota.  Also, Moni and myself visited the leaders of the 
Maclellan foundation in Chattanooga and visited friends in 
Huntsville, AL.  In these travels I met many god ly leaders.  They 
refreshed my heart by hearing my burden and vision for the 
perishing  in Ind ia.  Last week, I was in Dallas and Houston to 
preach and meet with many leaders.  God used me in these 
travels not only to share the needs of the ministry, but also to 
encourage and challenge many saints in their faith.  Thank you to 

those of you who welcomed me into your homes and churches.  
May the Lord bless you richly as you seek to serve Him. 
 
We have completed the initial girls’ and boys’ dormitories, front 
gate and wall, and security room on our Nagpur campus.  We are 
currently working on the campus well, dairy farm, bridge, and 
staff apartments.  We thank God for our dear friend Bob Ancha 
for sharing the RIMI campus needs with his friends.  God already 
worked through him to provide money for the dairy farm and 
campus bridge.  Bob’s close friend, Norm Anderson, is 
sponsoring the dairy farm.  We see the great faithfu lness of God 
through these timely provisions.  We are recruiting 75 students 

for DTh and BTh programs in Nagpur and another 100 students in our satellite regional training 
centers.  Pray for quality students and financial provision to train these young men and women.  Moni 
and myself continue to uphold  you daily in our prayers for showing love and compassion to reach the 
people of Ind ia for Christ.  You are a “rope-holder” to rescue those who are in the pit of darkness.  
Thank you again for your partnership in the gospel (Phil. 1:3-11).
