It's not unlike that busy strén a
small village in Southwest Maharashtra State. IEaahd goats lounge around while pedestrians, hiakss,
bicycles, motorbikes, scooters, cars, and trucksesge and dart into any crease in the traffic, ratter how
small the opening - horns blaring all around.

| was in this town with Pastor S. M. Tendi from tMd office, Saji, Pastor
Randy Pardue of Cahaba Ridge Baptist Church in Bigham, AL, and
Wassou (our driver). Pastor Randy's church had mred funds to build
church hall for the fledgling congregation in thésvn of about 50,000 soul
and we were there to dedicate the building. Thef nwas on, but the
plastering of the walls and floor had not been dores.
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MI's model for church planting is simple, at least paper! A missionary is
trained or recruited and deployed to an unreachetll fwhere he wil

Along the way, we pray that young people from theirch will pursue

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The church we visited is progressing reasonably.wHhey sent 2 young men to the Ml training Cenidro had
just returned for their 3-month internship befordry assigned to the mission field. The biggestdiel for the
church planting plan is that bit about “self-supplog”. As with so many of the MI churches, the cbh
members there are barely able to support their lfamilet alone support a pastor; much less send
missionaries to other villages with any support!

It was obvious that we need to provide the pastad aur missionaries with the means and skill toyide some
of their own support. It would be great if one tstart some enterprise that might help otherthimchurch as
well. In this particular case, there is an acrardble land, so Pastor Randy hopes to raise thgatanecessary
to get a church farm started. About $200 will lthg necessary implements, seed and fertilizer.

Back in Nagpur at the MI Training Center, we hadklen ground for the Technical Training Facility.hi§
building will provide classroom and workshop spatee facilitate training in various trades — includin
computers — so that our graduates will be abledsisa their churches to become fully self-suppagtinThese
