Changing Lives By The Partnership Of God’s People Everywhere

One Church Can Make a Difference!

Greetings to all of our RIMI partners. In this article, we
want to focus on the great ministry partnership that God
has raised with the Stonebriar Community Church in
Frisco, Texas. Pastor Chuck Swindol is the senior pastor of
the church. After Mark Fortney (Executive Pastor of
Missions and Outreach) and his team visited India in 2002,
the church decided to sponsor various projects in the state
of Chattisgarh. They are helping out with our
missionaries, Mercy Homes and Bible school. The people
that we have prayerfully selected to be in charge of this
project in India are John and Suman Singh. Let us look at

their amazing testimonies and see what God is doing through them.

John was born and raised in a nominal Christian family in Raipur. He accepted Christ as his
savior in 1988 and decided to give his life for full-time ministry. He started Bible college in 1990
and received his M.Div. degree. During his studies, God gave John a burden for cross-culture
missions in the state of Gujrat. He was soon married to Suman, and they have 2 children: a
daughter Aroma who is 7, and a son Omega who is 4.

Suman comes from a Sikh background in Bastar. They
worshiped many gurus and followed the gods and
goddesses of Hinduism. They were also idol worshippers.
She first read about Jesus Christ in a Christian magazine
and read that He is the only way and truth, but she had
trouble accepting this. Four miracles happened in her life
that brought her to saving faith. Her father, who had been
jobless for 5 years, found a job within a week of Suman
challenging Jesus that if He was the true God, He would
help her father find a job. Twice more God performed
miracles in her life. Once when she asked God for help for her sister who had asthma for 10
years and again for her other sister who had a mental disorder and was bed-ridden. God healed
both of them. Still, her heart was hard and she would not acknowledge Christ as the Lord of her
life. The final miracle occurred when she contracted white leprosy. She had white patches all
over her body and looked very bad. She prayed to God for healing and was completely healed.
Finally, her hard heart was broken and she accepted Christ as her Savior. 

During their 7 years of ministry in Gujrat, God greatly blessed them. They were able to equip
many leaders and establish many churches. In the 7th year, God spoke to them and told them
to leave Gujrat. It was a difficult choice, but after a year of prayer, they yielded to His will in
December 2000. Soon after, there was a major earthquake that destroyed most of the area where
they had been working and living.

In January 2001, they joined with RIMI as ministry leaders in the state of Chattisgarh. Today we
have 40 missionaries working in the 11 districts of the state. There are 148 home cell churches
with nearly 5,000 total members. They have also started 2 Mercy Homes that are serving 40
children. In addition to this other work, they are the coordinators for our Bible school where 26
students graduated in March 2003.

Now you have seen some of the wonderful work that God is doing in India through the faithful
witness of the national workers. These kind of miracle stories are repeated throughout the land
of India. This is the time to respond to the move of the Holy Spirit in the land. With the
partnership of a local church, God is changing lives in Chattisgarh. Believers are being added
daily to the kingdom of God. One church can make a difference. One committed Christian can
make a difference. You can help plant a church among the unreached peoples by giving $60 a
month. Will you help us?
