Sold to Slavery, Now Sold Out for Christ
Kumari Reena is from Bandara, Maharashtra. It was a
miracle from God that she ended up in our Mission
India Bible Institute in Nagpur.

Her mother died when she was young. Her father

remarried but his new wife made things very

difficult for Reena. She was unable to complete her

schooling and had to work in the hot sun to be able to

have money for food. Their family was very poor and

lived far below the poverty line. Her stepmother would often push
her to sell herself into prostitution so they could have enough money
to live. She even threatened to leave home if Reena stayed. This
grieved Reena greatly and she sought to end her life. Through God's
intervention, none of her suicide attempts were successful.

Finally, her father set a date to sell her to a local brothel. Fortunately,
some local villagers heard about it, spoke out against the sale and
saved Reena from that horrible fate. In the midst of these trials, she
met a local Christian believer. He introduced her to the Gospel,
prayed for her and encouraged her from the Word. She accepted
Christ as her Savior and for the first time in her life, she had peace.
Later, another believer helped her to attend our MIBI campus where
she is studying for her D.Th. in theology. Praise God for His
protection and guiding in this dear sister’s life!

Short-Term Missions - What An Impact!
Recently our associate Ray Phipps received a letter from one of the
people he met while in India. Below are some key points from the
letter. What a wonderful testimony of what God'’s love can do!

“..[R]eceiving your letter in this time of preparation [for my exams] was a
boost to me..I really feel positive knowing that there are prayer warriors
behind me and praying for me and my family...| really feel proud watching
you that there are some people in this world who cares for other...Sir, when |
am writing this letter | can see Lord's work in my home. My father has
started to go to church and have also started reading Bible with great
interest. It is all due to your prayers. Sir, | wish that by next 4-5 years after
completing my studies | and my whole of the family would be ready to do
God's work...Sir | want you and your wife [Wilma] to come to our house.
Although itis small...there is no scarcity of love and is always open for God’s
servants like you...[K]eep on writing.”
