Prior to joining with RIMI, Pastor
Roy had a lucrative carpentry
business in Kerala. He left that
job when God called him for His
ministry in North India. His wife,
Bincy, and two children, son
Robin and daughter Pheba, work
with him at the Parseoni Girls
Mercy Home about 60km from

Nagpur in Maharashtra.

When he started working in the area, it was dominated
by Buddhists and hardcore Hindus. He plowed the
virgin land and sowed the seeds of the Gospel.God
honored his faithfulness and commitment. He now has
100 believers attending the Sunday services. He is
conducting home cell church meetings in many of the
local, and some far away, villages. God is amazingly
using Pastor Roy for reaching the unreached. His family
and the believers fully support him and his desire to
expand the Gospel work.
