In Jammu, one Hindu family had three deaths
(husband, son and son-in-law) within a short
period of time. They were worshipping many
gods and goddesses. Because of these death
neighbors were afraid to come to this house.
But a pastor, formerly a Muslim, visited the
house, prayed for the family and cast out the
demons from the house. The woman of the
house believed in Jesus and found peace with

God. Today over 150 people meet in her small house for worship!

Four Million without Christ

The Gujur are a people group located in Afghanistan,
Pakistan, and several states in northeastern India
(including Jammu and Kashmir). Most of the four
million Gujur in India live as shepherds and farmers.
They are about 70% Muslim and 30%Hindu. They
are mostly illiterate and have little education and are
often taken advantage of by middleman selling their
goods in the marketplace. There has been little work

among these people. But with the establishment of a

RIMI Bible training center in the area, we plan to train and send out missionaries

who will be able to bring the Gospel to these people.
