Ever since | came to Nagpur, I've been struggling in my spirit to do something to reach out to the city
people. Often out of fear and lack of funds, | withdrew from this burden. Finally | gave in to God's
leading. | have asked God for wisdom and direction to start a thriving church for 20,000 people in the
next 10-20 years. | spent three days fasting with 21 capable graduates to hear from God and cast the
vision for this city dream. We studied the city needs and issues and prayed over the map. We divided
the city into six sectors, then into societies and then small housing colonies. God has provided six sector
leaders and another 15 people to assist the sector leaders in various

ministries. Vinod Kumar will be the lead pastor for this vision. Now we

are praying for an office/house in the city. The work will start in the first
week of June and the first Sunday Celebration gathering will be in the
second week of November 2005. This project costs $1,000 a month. | am
stepping out in faith as an act of obedience!
