Moni, Maryann and I
just arrived back from India on August 11, 2005. We had a safe
and wonderful ministry trip in various cities of India. God's
power is manifesting on people as they seek the truth and
follow him radically despite facing persecution from families
and neighbors. We visited Kerala, Warrangal, Vizag, Orissa,
Raipur, Delhi and Rajasthan. We also spent 2 weeks in Nagpur teaching students and involved in
various administration tasks. I baptized over 50 new converts in this trip and it was a joy to see their
simple faith and  hunger for Christ. Some are illiterate, yet they memorized God's word, and claiming it,
by faith, for healing and provisions.

Thanks for faithfully praying while we were on the road.
Thanks for supporting us month after month. Following are
the quick highlights of the trip:

1. My sister Ancy got married in July with Sherry, and 
it was wonderful wedding.

2. Great reunion with all the family members. We prayed 
and thanked God in tears for his faithfulness to us. 
He honored us in the community when we surrendered
our lives to him. My parents are satisfied!

3. Construction work continues in Warrangal, Nagpur, Raipur and Uttaranchal.
4. My brother Sunny Lukos traveled with me to many cities and he was encouraged by seeing 

God's work among the people of North India.
5. We have about 600 students in the training program  in various schools, including 200 on 

the Nagpur campus.
6. 150 graduates deployed so far out of the 400 students who graduated this year. I sent out 50 

by faith without any sponsor. Thank God for Stonebriar church which adopted about 100 of 
the Chattisgarh graduates!

7. Maryann celebrated her 12th birthday on the campus. On July 31 at 4:30 PM I baptized her 
as per her request. It was a joy.

Moni and I truly enjoyed the 
worship with them.

9. We were often sick with stomach problems because of the 
constant travels and sleeping in the trains, etc. Yet, we rejoiced in
every place. I was often reminded of Paul's travels in Asia Minor.

5. An urgent need of a staff apartment with 6 units. This 
costs $120,000. We have hired a few staff for the 
seminary, but at present we have no housing for them 
on the campus.

6. Sponsors are needed for all the newly deployed 
graduates. Keep praying for the safety of all of our 
missionaries. 

7. Wisdom for RIMI and MI staff to conduct the ministry 
affairs with love and humility in all circumstances with
the main goal of glorifying God in every decision and 
action.

8. God's miraculous financial provisions for many 
pressing needs both here at the office in Chicago and also in India.
