Sunil G. is a 20 year old believer from Chandrapur, Maharashtra. By age 10 he was
drinking occasionally. By age 13 he was drinking morning, noon and night;
smoked cigarettes and chewed tobacco. At age 15 Sunil started stealing some of his
father’'s ganga (a marijuana-like substance, but much more powerful) and smoking

it himself. He began to frequent prostitutes. He formed his own gang and
terrorized everyone in the village. One young boy in the village argued with Sunil’s
mother so Sunil and his gang hunted him down and beat him with chains. By the
age of 17 his life was as bad as it could get and he knew it. He knew his life was on the wrong track but he
did not know how to break the cycle. He had no opportunity to advance his education or to get a good job.
He felt trapped. (See page 3 to see how God changed Sunil's life.)

He had never noticed this music before. The music was like a magnet drawing him into the church. He entered, sat
down and listened to the pastor talk about the Pharisee and the Tax Collector. Sunil identified with the Tax Collector.
Even though the Tax Collector obeyed the letter of the law like the Pharisee, he still knew he needed forgiveness. And
Sunil longed for forgiveness in his own life. Romans 2:4 says, “it is the kindness of God that leads us to repentance.”
The pastor told how forgiveness only comes through Jesus Christ. Sunil knew he needed to be forgiven and that very
day he accepted Jesus Christ as his Savior when the pastor gave an invitation. He was 18 years old.

He went home and told his parents. His father questioned him asking, “why do you accept this Jesus when our gods
are the best gods?” Sunil replied, “But Jesus is a living God and can change anyone’s life in a moment.” The change
in his life has influenced many in his village to come to the Lord, including one of his gang members. Unfortunately,
none of his family is yet saved.

Sunil just graduated from our seminary in Nagpur with a Diploma in Theology. He has been chosen as a member of
the Nagpur city church team. Like the rest of the team members, he is looking for a monthly sponsor.
