was leading me outside the US. Therefore, | never felt
compelled to participate in any foreign ministry. Since
joining RIMI | have learned that my mindset was wrong.

| believe now that no matter where God is leading me in
ministry | still have the responsibility to help reach this
world with the gospel. Even though He may not be
leading me into a foreign mission field, long or short
term, | can fulfill my responsibility in reaching all nations
by empowering others to go. Acts 1:8b says, 'and you
shall be My witnesses both in Jerusalem, and in all Judea
and Samaria and even to the remotest part of the earth.’
This is not a progressive command. We don't start in
Jerusalem and when we are finished branch out. Our
efforts should be simultaneous. This is such an important
message for me to share with all of you. Many of us have
important and valid reasons for not being able to go into
a mission field. One of the reasons may be financial but |
encourage you to not let any excuse prevent you from
being obedient to God's word.

There are two stories that | would like to share with you
that have been life changing examples in my life.
Needless to say, working with a visionary like Saji is life
changing. For almost a year | have watched this man step
out in faith over and over again. His vision for reaching
every state in India motivates him to start a ministry even
before there is a sponsor to financially support the effort.
He expects great things from God and his faith in God's

provision motivates him to move forward. What |

is able to do great things in India because of the contributions of
the good and generous people of this great nation.

Every day, lives are being changed by the power of the gospel.
We have many stories to tell. One is of Prahlad, a young, poor
Hindu boy who after following Christ, joined our seminary and
just graduated with a Bachelor of Theology. While at the
seminary he went out every weekend evangelizing. He gained
many converts and started a church. He has since discipled a
young convert, sent him to our Bible school and raised him up
to lead the church. Prahlad now works as the Warden of
Students and teaches at the seminary. Praise the Lord!

400 students graduated from
our Bible schools in March.
Our goal for this year is to
send out 200 of these
graduates. We do not have
sponsors for any of these
students and yet they are
eager to go and serve God
full time. So, RIMI s

stepping out in faith and sending them into the field. For an

additional $12,000 per month we can partially support each of
these graduates. Think about it! This newsletter is going to 6,000
homes and churches. If 200 people reading this would be willing

to give $60 per month or 400 of you give $30 per month our need
will be met and you can be a part of reaching hundreds of
thousands in India with the truth of the gospel .

Indian converts come to Jesus Christ at a tremendous cost. Often
it means being disowned by their families, ostracized from their
villages and too often means being beaten and even killed. These
obstacles do not prevent them from coming to Christ because they
experience the unconditional love and forgiveness of a Living
God. They sacrifice EVERYTHING to serve Him whom they love.
My question is what are you willing to sacrifice? If everyone who
received this newsletter would give just $2 per month like our
friend Sandy in Laura’s story, the giving to RIMI would increase
by approximately 25%. But really, how much more could you do?
Would you be willing to follow my example, step out in faith even
though the way seems impossible, and commit to giving $20, $30
or more per month for the sake of the gospel and watch God
miraculously provide for you?
