
Recently the BBC broadcasted a painful story about
people killing the poor children in India to please their
gods. I was shocked to hear the description of the
gruesome death of many children in the state of Uttar
Pradesh.Here many believe that certain sicknesses can be
healed only by offering the blood of a child to their god.
There was a woman who had a serious sickness and the
magician-doctor told the family that a child should be offered for her healing.
So the family enticed a poor child from the village with sweets and brought
him to a dark room.There they killed him as per the direction of the
magician by first cutting off his tongue then his nose, ears, fingers, etc.
According to the report, ten children were sacrificed in this particular region
to appease gods. I was truly ashamed,embarrassed,angry,and so sad
watching this report.This is the dark side of India's Hindu dominated culture.

How will we deliver these people from ignorance and destruction? I truly
believe it can be done only by sharing the love of,and redemption in,Christ
Jesus. They must know Jesus not simply as a guru,but as a risen living God
who is the Savior of the world.How will this happen without sending someone
who knows the culture and language of the people? That is why RIMI is
actively engaged in training the nationals and sending them out with the
purpose of evangelism and planting reproducing churches. A young man
named Prahalad,while he was a student at the MITS campus, went to a
neighboring village every weekend,on his own
initiative, and shared Christ with the people there.
By the time he graduated he had established a local
church with 40 Hindu converts. This is repeating
every day in India through the ministry of RIMI.

I just returned from India and had the privilege of
teaching God's Word to more than 10,000 people
in ten states and attending several graduation
ceremonies. 450 students have graduated from our Seminary and the 20
regional Bible schools. Our vision is to send out 250 capable graduates to
the various states of India.This is heavy on my heart now.These missionaries
are asking for help for housing alone, no other benefits. They are ready to
go.They know missions is not an option,but an obligation.Will you join with
me in prayer and financial support to send out these men and women who
are ready to go? 

I thank you for your continued love and partnership for reaching the land
of India for Christ.I cannot fulfill the vision of God without your help.Moni
and I highly value your partnership.Please pray for us as a team here to
have strength and wisdom to serve Christ well.

In March, Mission India schools celebrated their 10th graduating
classes! Can you believe it? Already 10 years have passed and
this year over 450 students graduated from the Mission India
Theological Seminary and all of the state Bible Colleges
combined. We celebrated our 2nd graduating class for Bachelor
of Theology students. Praise the Lord!

The majority of our ministry is done in the rural areas of India.
This represents almost 70% of India’s population and the poorest
of the poor in India. Most, if not all, do not have the financial
means to pay for advanced education. This is why we allow the
students to come to our schools on full scholarships. But we
don't accept just anyone.

Each one of our pastors is
charged with the task of
sending at least one student
to our schools each year. This
is how we get our students
since we do not advertise
and the local Bible Colleges
are not yet accredited. (The
Seminary campus is
accredited now by two of the
three major accreditation
services in Asia, Praise the

Lord!) These students are converts from our ministry, have been
discipled by the leader who sent them and have been active in
the local church. Each candidate has shown that they have a true
call on their life from God. 

Saji's faith in God is the reason that many of our Bible Colleges
have been opened without specific sponsors. His reasoning is
that when we step out in faith THEN God provides. So many of
our colleges are, typically, four rooms that have been rented
from a Hindu building owner. When the students come to study,
many will sleep on hard concrete floors with just a thin straw
mat between them and the floor. These rooms double as
classrooms during the day. Their day begins at 5am with
devotions and ends at 10pm with devotions. They study during
the week and on weekends are out working evangelizing and
teaching; applying what they learned in school. They are devout

Our partnership with Chuck Swindoll and Stonebriar
Church continues successfully. In March, David
Chivanne, Senior Executive Pastor, and a team from
Stonebriar, went to India to attend the graduation
ceremony for 100 students and to dedicate the newly
completed dormitory building. Their campus sits on 6
acres of land and will eventually consist of several
dormitories and educational buildings. The
completion of this Bible College will allow us to unify
all of the ministries on one campus and operate more
efficiently.

The partnership with Stonebriar has allowed Mission India to deploy over 200 church planters over
the last couple of years; targeting the most un-reached areas of Chattisgarh. Additionally, they staff
a Medical Center and house approximately 150 children in their 6 Mercy Homes around the state.

Most of the 450 graduates
desire to work with Mission
India for the cause of Christ
because of our reputation, and
the relationship, that has been
built during their time with us.
It is our desire to send out 250
of the most capable graduates.
On his last trip to India, Saji
was able to attend several of
the graduation ceremonies.
The most common request
from the students was, 'just
give me enough money each
month to rent one room to sleep in'. They are not asking for
enough money to buy beds and cooking utensils and food
each week; just somewhere to sleep. They will fast, pray and
trust God for the rest. How do you say no to that kind of
commitment? 

Last year approximately 8,000 people came to Christ through
our ministry which computes to one person every hour of
every day! (Thank you for your willingness to participate in
God's work in India.) It is our desire to be able to say that
someone comes to Christ every minute of every day! We need
your help. In order for us to send out 250 of these students, we
will need a minimum of $7,500 extra every month. Since our
giving was short $6,000 last month, this sounds like a huge
undertaking, doesn't it? Believe it or not, if everyone who
receives this newsletter would give $2 more than they give
now, we would meet that goal! TWO DOLLARS! What would
you have to sacrifice to give an extra $2 every month? We're
talking 6¢ a day. I find more than that doing laundry at my
house! Please pray about what

Many of you may remember that, by faith, before we had any support for the vision, we employed
21 graduates from the 2004-2005 graduating class of the MITS campus and started our first urban
church in Nagpur city, the home of our headquarters in India. The team sectioned off the city and
assigned two graduates to each sector to begin evangelizing and praying for people. The plans were
finalized and the evangelization of the city began in June. Their goal was to have a minimum of 250
people at their first Sunday service in November 2005, with Saji preaching the first service.

When I visited there last November, just before their first church service, they had already started
33 home cells! These are assemblies of believers with a few seekers. The evangelists watched God
perform many miracles for the people they shared the gospel with as a way of revealing Himself to
them. Over 400 people attended their first church service, mostly new Hindu converts. As of
March 31, 2006, the house churches have multiplied and now number 82! Praise the Lord!

Currently, Mission India has
church planters in 24 of the 28
states in India. One of those states
is Nagaland located in the
extreme northeastern part of
India. Saji's last trip to India
brought him to Nagaland where
he preached at several seminars
assembled in honor of his coming.
In the outskirts of the district of

Dimapur in the village of Kihoni,
Saji met with our Pastor, Sukhaje
Jimo, who has been ministering
in this village for 3 years. It is a
poor village with over 500 homes.
There is no electricity or running
water in any of the homes.  The
tribal chief made a special plea
for Mission India to help build an
elementary school for the
children of this village which
represents approximately 30% of

the total population. He is
willing to donate 5 acres of
land for the school.

With $5,000, we can build two
buildings similar to the
church shown above, buy
desks and chairs, blackboard,
and other school supplies as
well as hire teachers to teach
the children.  The education of
these children is so essential to help raise the
economic level of the village and every

family who
lives in it. We

In 2003 God brought to this ministry an amazing partner.
A business man, Ralph Nordick, while visiting his son's
church in North Dakota, picked up one of our brochures.
After reading it he decided to visit the ministry in India.
He and his son came on a "vision" trip in 2004 and
returned fired up for what God is doing in India. They
decided to adopt the district of Warrangal in the state of
Andhra Pradesh. In March of 2004 we broke ground for a
new Bible College in that district. The Nordick family

returned to India this past March to attend the graduation ceremony and to dedicate the
newly built Mission India Bible College (MIBC) in Warrangal.

The building is a steel and concrete structure that is fully tiled inside. It houses a Medical Center, a Bible College for 50 students,
a Mercy Home for 50 children, has staff apartments, guest apartments and an apartment for the State Coordinator.  It sits on a
six acre lot, has a 125 foot well and a beautiful entry gate. This type of building can be built in India for approximately $20 per
square foot. For $35 per square foot it will be fully furnished and have an endowment that will help with upkeep!

The purpose of this land and building are solely a means to an end. It is there to provide a safe environment from which we can
train and equip spiritual leaders to go into un-reached areas with the gospel of Jesus Christ. Since the beginning of our

partnership with the Nordick Family Foundation, we have
deployed 30 church planters into the state of Andhra Pradesh.
Currently, we have 25 children in the Mercy Home and 22
students graduated in March. With the added space this building
provides, we will be able to saturate the state more quickly with
capable and trained spiritual leaders devoted to spreading the
salvation message and be able to house more children who have a
true need of a good home. This is the goal, this is the vision, to give
everyone the opportunity to hear and fully understand the gospel
and have the opportunity to choose eternal life with Christ.
