
he 8th Annual Mission India Family Conference
took place at the Mission India campus in Nagpur
October 25th-30th.The theme of the conference
was Changing India By Living For Christ based of II
Corinthians.Every person who attended the
conference challenged leaders to transform their
families,villages and the country of India by beginning
with themselves.

Prior to the beginning of the conference all of the
Mission India leaders gathered together for 1 ½ days
to "take care of business".Pastor Premjit Kumar, one
of our State Leaders from Andhra Pradesh,led a
devotion from Romans 12.He talked about the
importance of purity, unity and maturity in Christian
leadership. Followed by the message each leader was
given time to share with each other an update on
their families,their ministries and prayer requests.This
time of "reconnecting" is so important to the unity of our leadership team.After discussing administrative issues and concerns each
leader submitted a form listing their goals for 2007.From these goals the entire leadership team established the 2007 goals for
Mission India as a whole.They were so encouraged to be a part of the planning process for the ministry.

On the final morning of the leaders meeting Ernest Mall,business owner and RIMI Board Member, shared with the leaders about the
Kingdom Business Plan.This is a plan to start a micro-enterprise loan system to help Christians establish businesses that will provide
jobs and make their ministries self supporting.The goal for 2007 is to give out 25 micro loans of $100-$200 each to start 25 new
businesses.A committee made up of 5 of the Mission India leaders was established to administer, manage and monitor the program.

On Wednesday evening the family conference began.The conference was attended by over 1300 leaders,male and female, from all
over India.Some of the speakers were Gwen Shaw, founder of the End Time Handmaidens and Servants ministry, Pastor Ezekiel
Joshua,a pioneer evangelist who has planted churches in India,Nepal and Afghanistan over the last 30 years,Pastor Samuel Lal,the
Indian Director of "Every Home Crusade" ministry, Pastor George Stephenson of the International Christian Assembly of God church
in Schiller Park,IL and RIMI's very own,Rev. Saji K.Lukos.All of the messages were drawn from II Corinthians and each
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ello my friends! I have just returned from India and I am overjoyed to see how God's Word is
spreading throughout my country. I traveled to many states,taught in some of the Bible Colleges and met
with many leaders.God is raising up His warriors all over this country. He is opening doors for us to
partner with so many others who are as committed to reaching this nation for Christ as we are.

One such leader was a main speaker at the Leaders/Family conference this year. I met Pastor Ezekiel
Joshua back in 1993 when RIMI was first started.Back then I shared with him the vision of RIMI and
Mission India.During this conference he confessed that he never thought it would be accomplished.Now
he says he is thanking God for RIMI and Mission India because he sees that we are raising up India's next
great spiritual leaders and visionaries like Manohar James,Geogeo Solomon,Prahlad Tandekar,Anoop
Krishnan and Subal Dang and many more.

Subal is a Hindu convert who recently graduated with a BTh from our campus.He will be continuing his
education at Union Biblical Seminary in Pune in June of 2007.In the beginning of his Christian life he was 
not committed and was often lured off the straight and narrow path by the world and his staunch Hindu

know that most people who support this ministry think that the US is the sole supporter of the
work in India through RIMI and Mission India but this conference is showing that our goal of
establishing a ministry that will support itself is being realized.At the conference Pastor Ezekiel Joshua
gave a powerful message from II Corinthians challenging the Pastors to go to people and places who
are the most resistant to the gospel of Christ.He asked them if they were willing to minister in a
place that would not show results for many years,maybe not even in their lifetime. He asked them if
they were willing to die as an unsuccessful missionary in the eyes of the world. He gave the example of
a missionary to the Nadar people in Tamil Nadu.This missionary ministered to this people group for
many years without seeing any results in his lifetime but after his death Christianity started to be
accepted by the Nadar people and today many of them are influential Christian leaders in India.

As a result of this message a challenge was put forth to all of the churches in Mission India
represented by the leaders at this conference to send missionaries to the Patels.In India your last
name usually indicates what state you are from,which caste you belong to and what your trade is.The

Patels are the "business owners" or "retailers" in India and the majority of them reside in the state of Gujarat.They belong to one
of the upper castes and until now the majority of our ministry has been to the poorer, more rural parts of India (which represents
80% of the Indian population).But our desire to reach out to all of India must be accomplished so the challenge was given.Our
Gujarat State Coordinator, Prakash,stood up and said that he would send someone to focus on reaching the Patels.Then a
challenge was given to support that missionary and approximately 100 leaders stood up and promised to give from what little they
have to support that missionary to the Patels.

Excited and inspired by this wonderful response a second challenge was given asking for leaders to send missionaries to the
Muslims in India.Some of our State Coordinators are focusing in on Muslims because they are a major people group in their state
as in Jammu Kashmir. But Muslims live all over India and because they are a minority in most states they have not been targeted for
the gospel like the Hindus.So we challenged our leaders to send out missionaries to focus on the Muslims in their state. Our State
Coordinators in Bihar and Uttar Pradesh boldly stood up committing their ministries to begin focusing on Muslims as well as
Hindus and others stood committing to help support those missionaries.It was a spirit-filled time that inspired people to sacrifice
even more for the cause of Christ in order to reach their people.

It never ceases to amaze me what perfect love can accomplish.These leaders are husbands and fathers.They have to provide

As Saji shared with me about Pastors Ezekiel Joshua's message and challenge to our
leaders I couldn't help but think about two pastors I met on my last trip to India.I will
say that they are ministering in the state of Himachal Pradesh in the foothills of the
Himalayas but for their protection I am hesitant to share with you their names or the
name of the District where they are ministering.I will tell you that both of them are
from the State of Madhya Pradesh are ministering in this district because that is where
God led them.They have been there for over 4 years.In the first two years of their
ministry there they saw 20 people come to Christ.As word started to spread that a
Christian community was growing in their district the opposition started to target them.
One of these groups known as the RSS began a campaign of harassment that included
threats and violence. Eventually all of their 20 converts were scared off and refused to
meet together. For the last two years both of these missionaries persevered and now
have 14 more new converts.Unfortunately, they number too large to meet in any one
household and no one will rent them a room or sell them a building so that they can
have a sanctuary large enough to meet in and grow. In fact,retailers are beginning to
refuse to sell them food,clothing and basic necessities because they are Christians.I
couldn't help myself and I asked them if maybe it was time to dust off their feet and
move on to the next town.Their response was this,'not until they physically throw us
out will we leave!' How's that for love and commitment?!

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Last year we started taking the women aside and speaking to them specifically about their
unique roles as Christian leaders and wives of pastors.This year Katrina Kaiser of White
Horse Ministry in FL shared her testimony with the women. Katrina was married to a
Muslim and converted to Islam 6 years later. She was open and honest about some of the
abuses she suffered both in her marriage and her travels. It was soon evident that many
women in the audience were identifying with her experiences as sobs began to erupt.
Katrina called them forward for healing prayer which begins with forgiveness.They came
forward crying and clinging to her. Many others were inspired to share their stories with
each other. Katrina's openness and vulnerability opened the hearts of everyone in the room

so that those who had suffered could comfort those who were suffering.
